Procedures & Policy
•Your service hour record  may be

reviewed at any time by calling the FSP
coordinator at ext. 525.  A copy can be e-
mailed or sent to you, and corrections are
easily made over the phone.

•So that our records may accurately
reflect hours served this year, we ask that you
make any additions or corrections by June 30.
Up to  25 hours (12.5 single parents) will be
carried over to next year.

•Parent, grandparents, aunts, uncles, adult
siblings and  friends may do Family Service
hours. Service hours may only be done by
persons over 18 years old.  Hours are non-
transferable between St. Francis families.

•Bringing in supplies different from what
is requested (type/amount) will result in an
adjustment of service hours. Please submit
receipts so your cost may be converted to
service hours: each $12 equals 1 hr credit.
Purchasing items and submitting receipts from
high-end stores will not result in additional
service hours. In this way, your supplies for
service hours will be of the best value to help
meet the needs of SF students.
