Our experience has shown the best criteria for the selection of students to consist of a combination of
the following: standardized test scores (including the entrance examination); transcript (including behavior and atten-
dance records); confidential teacher recommendations; and a family interview.

In general, to be admitted, students should have satisfactory academic grades, a good record of conduct and effort, grade-
level standardized test scores, and positive teacher/school recommendations.

St. Francis High School offers only one test date: January 22,2011. The test begins at 8:30 am and will end approxi-
mately at noon. There is an essay portion to this test that may not be required at other sites.

eComplete an interview (the student and at least one parent) on February 5, 2011;

o[ ctters of recommendation are not necessary nor do we provide forms, but a maximum of three may be submitted.

Admissions Process: (St. Francis Responsibility)

e We will forward confidential rating forms (for recommendation) to the student’s current school;
